Komi Government develops comprehensive plan to improve children’s status

The monthly child benefit paid to foster-parents is expected to increase to 4,000 rubles (US$152). In
February, a compensation payment for each child’s full-day at kindergarten will get started.
20% of expenses will be reimbursed for the first child in kindergarten, 50% for the second child, 70%
for the third and for subsequent children. Starting January 1, 2007, the minimal benefit for the care for
the first child is expected to amount to 1,500 rubles (US$57), and 3,000 rubles (US$114) for the care
of the second and subsequent children.

Consumer Price Index prompts minimum wage to increase April 1

Effective as of April 1, the Yukon Minimum Wage will increase 12 cents per hour, raising it from
C$8.25 to C$8.37 per hour. In March 2006, the Yukon government supported the recommendation
from the Yukon Employment Standards Board to annually set the Minimum Wage against the
Consumer Price Index (CPI). Statistics Canada released the annual CPI figures noting a 1.5% annual
average increase for 2006. As a result, the Yukon Minimum Wage will increase accordingly, effective
April 1.

Milk beer named “Bilk” to go on sale in Hokkaido

A brewery in Japan launched production of unusual beer from cow's milk on a tip from a local dairy
farmer who was looking for ways to put his milk surpluses to good use. Beer brewed from cow's milk
will be available in the Japanese city of Nakashibetsu, on the northern island of Hokkaido. The
production technology for "Bilk" (the nhame combines the English words "beer" and "milk") does not
differ much from those used in brewing conventional beers. The only difficulty is that unlike water, milk
must be heated using hot air rather than flame, given its low boiling temperature. Except for milk, the
new beverage contains the same ingredients as lager or ale, and it looks like regular filtered beer after
fermentation. The new brew will be sold in small .33 litre bottles, and will cost about 380 yen (about
US$3).
