Selected proposals will be offered a $500 CAD Travel Supplement, which can be applied to
any costs (travel, accommodation, registration fees, etc.) of attending the forum, or the associated
excursion, in August.

e Notification of decision to include poster: Friday June 14, 2019
e Forum Registration deadline: August 9, 2019

If the poster is accepted, the presenting author is expected to attend the 2019 UArctic Rectors
Forum and to participate in the parallel student forum. Posters should be mailed to Trent
University prior to the forum start date in order to be on display for the full duration of the
forum. Selected authors will be requested to submit a 300-word abstract of their presentation to
be included within the Forum Program.
